Other        

resident species in the area are the    

eastern grey kangaroo, pademelons,     

Bennett's wallabies, bettong and possum 

along with the many bird species there.

Leaving Beulah after breakfast we travel to 

the  Mt Victoria Forest Reserve and Ralph 

Falls in superb undisturbed rain-forest   

before continuing on to Evercreech  Forest 

Reserve to view the tallest white gum trees 

in the world. After a picnic lunch our next 

destination is the Tyne Valley where you will 

enjoy a  gourmet campfire bush tucker    

dinner complimented by Tasmanian wines & 

beers while waiting for the sun to set for 

your after-dark wildlife experience.
